Cyber Teachers #1
David and Valentina are the official Bustamove Dancers.

They’re on their way to becoming U.S. Champions! Here’s how they’ve done in
recent professional dance competitions:
• 1999 U.S. Rising Star Bronze Medalists
• 1999 Ohio Star Ball Rising Star Champions
• 1998 U.S. 10-Dance Finalists
They have a wide range of expertise in many styles of dance, from Hip-Hop to
Viennese Waltz to Cha-Cha-Cha. “When you learn from our dancers, you’re learning
from two of the best in country!”
     There are four levels of lessons: beginner, intermediate, advanced and club.
There are six beginner dance moves per class.It’s very simple. Bustamove works
like an arcade. You buy credits. Credits cost two dollars apiece.These credits are
automatically transferred to your Bustamove account. (An account is created for
you once you first log in with Bustamove and can be accessed each time that you
subsequently log in.) When you want to access a move, you will be asked to turn
in a credit for that move. The Foxtrot and Waltz packages, each with six moves,
can be accessed for the exchange of six credits. Each credit costs $2. Once you
select a move, it’s yours forever. You can always return to it. A record of the moves
you’ve selected is kept in your account information box. Simply click on the link for
“more account info” link after you’ve logged in. You’ll see which moves you’ve
previously selected and you can return to those moves anytime, anywhere. You
can purchase a ‘class’ of moves or individual moves.
     There are also ways to meet people, discussion boards and dance place listings
